INTRODUCTION 
 
This message should prepare our hearts for the Church Ministries Conference. 
 
I have taught a number of times that the New Testament Church, the Ekklesia of the Lord Jesus Christ is the 
most powerful institution on earth.  On it rests the grace and the power of God. 
 
But what really is such power? 
 
Rom 1:16 
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16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that 
believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.

BODY 
 
 
A) There are three that Bible teaches us that work in us: 

 
1) God 

 
Heb 13:20-21 
20 Now the God of peace, that brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, that great shepherd of 
the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant, 
21 Make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in 
his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen. 
KJV 
 
Phil 2:12-16 
12 Wherefore, my beloved, as ye have always obeyed, not as in my presence only, but now much 
more in my absence, work out your own salvation with fear and trembling. 
13 For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure. 
14 Do all things without murmurings and disputings: 
15 That ye may be blameless and harmless, the sons of God, without rebuke, in the midst of a 
crooked and perverse nation, among whom ye shine as lights in the world; 
16 Holding forth the word of life; that I may rejoice in the day of Christ, that I have not run in vain, 
neither laboured in vain.

2) The Word 
 
1 Thess 2:13 
13 For this cause also thank we God without ceasing, because, when ye received the word of God 
which ye heard of us, ye received it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, 
which effectually worketh also in you that believe.

3) The Power 
 
o This power worked in Paul 

 
Rom 15:15-19 
15 Nevertheless, brethren, I have written the more boldly unto you in some sort, as putting you 
in mind, because of the grace that is given to me of God, 
16 That I should be the minister of Jesus Christ to the Gentiles, ministering the gospel of God, 
that the offering up of the Gentiles might be acceptable, being sanctified by the Holy Ghost. 
17 I have therefore whereof I may glory through Jesus Christ in those things which pertain to 
God. 
18 For I will not dare to speak of any of those things which Christ hath not wrought by me, to 
make the Gentiles obedient, by word and deed, 
19 Through mighty signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit of God; so that from 
Jerusalem, and round about unto Illyricum, I have fully preached the gospel of Christ. 
KJV 
 
Gal 2:9 
9 And when James, Cephas, and John, who seemed to be pillars, perceived the grace that was 
given unto me, they gave to me and Barnabas the right hands of fellowship; that we should go 
unto the heathen, and they unto the circumcision. 
KJV 
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Col 1:27-29 
27 To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the 
Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory: 
28 Whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom; that we may 
present every man perfect in Christ Jesus: 
29 Whereunto I also labour, striving according to his working, which worketh in me mightily.

Eph 3:6-8 
6 That the Gentiles should be fellowheirs, and of the same body, and partakers of his promise 
in Christ by the gospel: 
7 Whereof I was made a minister, according to the gift of the grace of God given unto me by 
the effectual working of his power. 
8 Unto me, who am less than the least of all saints, is this grace given, that I should preach 
among the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of Christ;

Of this power in Paul, Peter only could say: 
 
2 Peter 3:14-18 
14 Wherefore, beloved, seeing that ye look for such things, be diligent that ye may be found of 
him in peace, without spot, and blameless. 
15 And account that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation; even as our beloved brother Paul 
also according to the wisdom given unto him hath written unto you; 
16 As also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these things; in which are some things hard to 
be understood, which they that are unlearned and unstable wrest, as they do also the other 
scriptures, unto their own destruction. 
17 Ye therefore, beloved, seeing ye know these things before, beware lest ye also, being led 
away with the error of the wicked, fall from your own stedfastness. 
18 But grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. To him be 
glory both now and for ever. Amen.

o This power works in us as an Ekklesia 
 
Eph 3:20-21 
20 Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, 
according to the power that worketh in us, 
21 Unto him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus throughout all ages, world without end. 
Amen.

Eph 1:17-23 
17 That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of 
wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him:

B) What is this power that works in us? 
 

1) The gift of grace to us 
 
Henry Morris II says: 
 
In the New Testament, the words for gift and grace are very closely related. The Greek term charis 
is most frequently translated “grace,” and charisma is most often rendered “gift.” We who are 
twice-born are to use our “gift” with one another as “good stewards of the manifold grace of God” 
(1 Peter 4:10). 
The apostle Peter observed that believers are to be ministering our “gift” to one another as “good 
stewards of the manifold grace of God” (1 Peter 4:10). The words for “gift” and “grace” are very 
closely related. “Grace” is the most frequent translation for the Greek word charis, and charisma is 
most often rendered “gift.” 
 
1 Peter 4:10-11 
10 As every man hath received the gift, even so minister the same one to another, as good stewards 
of the manifold grace of God. 
11 If any man speak, let him speak as the oracles of God; if any man minister, let him do it as of the 
ability which God giveth: that God in all things may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom be 
praise and dominion for ever and ever. Amen. 
KJV 

 
 

2) The grace in us and its working 
 
Eph 2:8-10 
8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: 
9 Not of works, lest any man should boast. 
10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before 
ordained that we should walk in them. 
KJV 
 
Eph 4:24 
24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness. 
KJV 
 
The grace that started in our salvation did not stop working.  The same grace is in effect so we may 
walk in the path for which we are created in Christ. 
 
Phil 3:12-14 
12 Not as though I had already attained, either were already perfect: but I follow after, if that I 
may apprehend that for which also I am apprehended of Christ Jesus. 
13 Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things 
which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before, 
14 I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. 
KJV 
 
 

3) The grace of God in us (as with Paul), it’s strength and power. 
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It did not only change him from being the chief of sinners but to being the saintliest of the saints. 
 
1 Tim 1:12-15 
12 And I thank Christ Jesus our Lord, who hath enabled me, for that he counted me faithful, putting 
me into the ministry; 
13 Who was before a blasphemer, and a persecutor, and injurious: but I obtained mercy, because I 
did it ignorantly in unbelief. 
14 And the grace of our Lord was exceeding abundant with faith and love which is in Christ Jesus. 
15 This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to 
save sinners; of whom I am chief. 
KJV 
 
It was so powerful as make him rise above his weakest condition 
 
2 Cor 12:5-10 
5 Of such an one will I glory: yet of myself I will not glory, but in mine infirmities. 
6 For though I would desire to glory, I shall not be a fool; for I will say the truth: but now I forbear, 
lest any man should think of me above that which he seeth me to be, or that he heareth of me. 
7 And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the revelations, there was 
given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to buffet me, lest I should be exalted 
above measure. 
8 For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. 
9 And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness. 
Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon 
me. 
10 Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in persecutions, in 
distresses for Christ's sake: for when I am weak, then am I strong. 
KJV 
 
So strong as to make him declare the following words 
 
2 Cor 11:23-30 
23 Are they ministers of Christ? (I speak as a fool) I am more; in labours more abundant, in stripes 
above measure, in prisons more frequent, in deaths oft. 
24 Of the Jews five times received I forty stripes save one. 
25 Thrice was I beaten with rods, once was I stoned, thrice I suffered shipwreck, a night and a day I 
have been in the deep; 
26 In journeyings often, in perils of waters, in perils of robbers, in perils by mine own countrymen, 
in perils by the heathen, in perils in the city, in perils in the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils 
among false brethren; 
27 In weariness and painfulness, in watchings often, in hunger and thirst, in fastings often, in cold 
and nakedness. 
28 Beside those things that are without, that which cometh upon me daily, the care of all the 
churches. 
29 Who is weak, and I am not weak? who is offended, and I burn not? 
30 If I must needs glory, I will glory of the things which concern mine infirmities. 
KJV 
 
2 Cor 4:7-15 
7 But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellency of the power may be of God, and 
not of us. 
8 We are troubled on every side, yet not distressed; we are perplexed, but not in despair; 
9 Persecuted, but not forsaken; cast down, but not destroyed; 
10 Always bearing about in the body the dying of the Lord Jesus, that the life also of Jesus might be 
made manifest in our body. 
11 For we which live are alway delivered unto death for Jesus' sake, that the life also of Jesus might 
be made manifest in our mortal flesh. 
12 So then death worketh in us, but life in you. 
13 We having the same spirit of faith, according as it is written, I believed, and therefore have I 
spoken; we also believe, and therefore speak; 
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14 Knowing that he which raised up the Lord Jesus shall raise up us also by Jesus, and shall present 
us with you. 
15 For all things are for your sakes, that the abundant grace might through the thanksgiving of many 
redound to the glory of God. 
KJV 

 
 

4) The working of His mighty power refers to the manifestation of the Spirit in us 
 

“The working of his mighty power” (Ephesians 1:19) appears to be “the manifestation of the Spirit” 
(1 Corinthians 12:7) displayed among God’s people by means of the gifts that the Holy Spirit has 
graced us with.  Paul’s ability to minister was “according to the gift of the grace of God given unto 
[him, Paul] by the effectual working of his power” (Ephesians 3:7). 
 
Eph 1:19 
19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to usward who believe, according to the 
working of his mighty power, 
KJV 
 
Eph 3:7 
7 Whereof I was made a minister, according to the gift of the grace of God given unto me by the 
effectual working of his power. 
KJV 
 
Phil 2:13 
13 For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure. 
KJV 
 
1 Cor 12:7 
7 But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal. 
KJV 
 

1 Cor 12:7-18 
7 But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal. 
8 For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom; to another the word of knowledge by the 
same Spirit; 
9 To another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit; 
10 To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to 
another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues: 
11 But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he 
will. 
12 For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the members of that one body, 
being many, are one body: so also is Christ. 
13 For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, 
whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit. 
14 For the body is not one member, but many. 
15 If the foot shall say, Because I am not the hand, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of 
the body? 
16 And if the ear shall say, Because I am not the eye, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of 
the body? 
17 If the whole body were an eye, where were the hearing? If the whole were hearing, where 
were the smelling? 
18 But now hath God set the members every one of them in the body, as it hath pleased him. 
KJV 

 
Rom 12:6-8 
6 Having then gifts differing according to the grace that is given to us, whether prophecy, let us 
prophesy according to the proportion of faith; 
7 Or ministry, let us wait on our ministering: or he that teacheth, on teaching; 
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8 Or he that exhorteth, on exhortation: he that giveth, let him do it with simplicity; he that ruleth, 
with diligence; he that sheweth mercy, with cheerfulness. 
KJV 
 
Eph 4:7-16 
7 But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ. 
8 Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and gave gifts unto 
men. 
9 (Now that he ascended, what is it but that he also descended first into the lower parts of the 
earth? 
10 He that descended is the same also that ascended up far above all heavens, that he might fill all 
things.) 
11 And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and 
teachers; 
12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of 
Christ: 
13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect 
man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: 
14 That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of 
doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; 
15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: 
16 From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint 
supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the 
body unto the edifying of itself in love. 
KJV 
 
1 Peter 4:10-11 
10 As every man hath received the gift, even so minister the same one to another, as good stewards 
of the manifold grace of God. 
11 If any man speak, let him speak as the oracles of God; if any man minister, let him do it as of the 
ability which God giveth: that God in all things may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom be 
praise and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.

5) The power of God manifested in the Ekklesia 
 

Acts 4:33 
33 And with great power gave the apostles witness of the resurrection of the Lord Jesus: and great 
grace was upon them all. 
KJV 

 
When we preach the gospel, we are using “the power of God” that will result in the salvation of 
those who respond. 
 

Rom 1:16 
16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to 
every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek. 
KJV 

 
When our lives radically changed in response to the “new man” created in us by God, they did so by 
“the grace of our Lord” that is “exceeding abundant with faith and love” (1 Timothy 1:14). 
 

1 Tim 1:14 
14 And the grace of our Lord was exceeding abundant with faith and love which is in Christ 
Jesus. 
KJV 
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When we access the strength to rise above our infirmities or difficult circumstances, we are 
experiencing the Lord’s grace that is sufficient to deal with or overcome whatever may be hindering 
us (2 Corinthians 12:9). 
 

2 Cor 12:9-10 
9 And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in 
weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ 
may rest upon me. 
10 Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in persecutions, in 
distresses for Christ's sake: for when I am weak, then am I strong. 
KJV 

 
When we “work out” the salvation God has “graced” us with, we can be sure that God is working in 
us “both to will and to do of his good pleasure” (Philippians 2:12-13). 
 

Phil 2:12-13 
12 Wherefore, my beloved, as ye have always obeyed, not as in my presence only, but now 
much more in my absence, work out your own salvation with fear and trembling. 
13 For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.
